In 2005, Jim Daniels wrote and produced the 
independent film “Dumpster,” and Street, a book of his 
poems accompanying the photographs of Charlee 
Brodsky, was published by Bottom Dog Press. He is the 
author of eight other books of poems, including Show 
and Tell: New and Selected Poems, published by the 
University of Wisconsin Press in 2003, which was a 
finalist for the Paterson Poetry Prize  His second book of 
short stories, Detroit Tales, was published by Michigan 
State University Press in 2003 and received a bronze 
medal in short fiction in the ForeWord Book of the Year 
awards. In addition, he has edited or co-edited four 
anthologies of poetry, including Letters to America: 
Contemporary American Poetry on Race, and American 
Poetry: The Next Generation. He also wrote the 
screenplay for "No Pets," a 1994 independent feature 
film, and "Heart of Hearts," his one-act play, was 
produced at the 13th Street Repertory Theater in New 
York in 1998.  He has received two fellowships from the 
National Endowment for the Arts and two from the 
Pennsylvania Council on the Arts. His poems have 
appeared in the Pushcart Prize and Best American Poetry anthologies. He is the Thomas Stockman Baker 
Professor of English at Carnegie Mellon University, where he directs the Creative Writing Program. At 
Carnegie Mellon, he has received the Ryan Award for Excellence in Teaching and the Elliott Dunlap Smith 
Award for Teaching and Educational Service.
